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WILD WESTERN FesTivAL FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS AND... ANSWERS 10T

DEPOSIT QUESTION #1: “When Do I Pay It?”

ANSWER: Deposit Of $50.00 Is Required When You Submit Your First 50% Payment. Example: If You Are Renting A 10 x 10 Booth
Space, Then You Would Send In $100.00 And An Additional $50.00, Totaling, $150.00 {You can Either Send In Two Separate Checks,
One For Booth Fee And One For Deposit, Or One Check That Includes Both Fees} The $50.00 Deposit Will Be Returned Within 7
{Seven} Days Of The Last Day Of The Festival If Vendor Complies With All Festival Breakdown Rules And Regulations. *Deposit
Check Will Be Cashed Upon Receipt.

DEPOSIT QUESTION #2: “Can I Use The $50.00 Deposit Fee As Part Of My Booth Rental Fee?”

ANSWER: NO, The $50.00 Deposit, Or Any Part Of, Cannot Be Used Towards Any Portion Of The Booth Rental Fee... It Is A
Separate Fee.

ELECTRICAL AVAILABILITY QUESTION #1: “Is There Electrical Available For All The Vendors?”

ANSWER: NO, There Is Limited Electricity Available & Only In Certain Areas Of The “Artisan & Craft” Vendor Area. Electric Is
Available On A “First Come, First Served” Basis. {Vendors Inquiring About Electric For Their Booth, Must Contact: Dr. Buck At
623-521-3856 To Check To See If There Is Still Electric Available And To Find Out If Their Needs Can Be Met} If Needing Electric,
DO NOT Send In Your Fees Until You Have Contacted Dr. Buck.

Electric Use Fee Is: $50.00 For All 3 {Three} Days. This Payment Is Due With Your Initial Application.

ELECTRICAL AVAILABILITY QUESTION #2: “Is There Electrical Available In The Food Vendor Area?”

ANSWER: NO, All Food Concession Vendors Will Be Required To Supply Their Own Generator For Any And All Power Needs.
We Request That Generators Be Of A “Quite” Type O At Least “Relatively Quiet” Type. If A Generator Is Found To Be
“Annoyingly Loud” Or Does Not Meet Fire Marshal Requirements, Said Generator Will not Be Allowed.

ELECTRICAL QUESTION #3: “If There Is No Electrical Left Available In The Artisan & Craft Vendor Area, Can I Use A
Generator?”

ANSWER: Only If It Is A “Quite” Type. NO Other Generators Will Not Be Allowed As A Courtesy To Fellow Vendors.
INSURANCE QUESTION: “Is There A Liability Insurance Waiver Available If I Don’t Have Insurance And If So, Is There A Cost?

ANSWER: YES, We Have An Insurance Waiver For The Event. Contact Us “Prior” To Sending In Your Initial Application And We
Will Forward One To You That Must Be Signed And Return With Your Initial Application And Fees. Waiver Cost Fee Is $25.00. This
Fee Amount Must Accompany Your Initial Application.

OVERNIGHT RV CAMPING QUESTION: “Is There RV Camping Available And What Is The Cost?

ANSWER: YES, But There Is Limited Space Available And Is On A “First Come, First Served Basis”. It Is Strictly “Dry Camping”,
So There Is No Electric Or Water Available. For Detailed Information And To Reserve A “Spot”, You Must Contact: Michele Yates,
Sahuaro Ranch Historic Park Director Of Events At 623-930-2044, For Fees And Availability. We Suggest That You Do This “Prior”
To Forwarding Your Application And Fees To Us. NOTE: Overnight Camping Fees Are Paid Directly To The Glendale Parks And
Recreation Dept.

CITY AND PERMIT LICENCE QUESTION:”"What Will Happen If I Don’t Have The Proper Permits/License?”

ANSWER: All Vendor Contact Info Is Supplied To The City Of Glendale “Two Weeks” Prior To Event. Any Vendor That Has Not
Obtained Their Permit Will Be Issued A “Three Day Permit” By The City. The Fee For The Issued Permit Must Be Paid, With A
Check Upon Arrival For Set-Up. No Set Up Will Begin Unless Fee Is Paid In Full... Please Come Prepared.

PROMOTIONAL VENDOR QUESTION: “Will Promotional And Other “Hard Sell” Types Of Vendors Be In With Artisan Types?”
ANSWER: NO, If There Are Any Type Of Promotion Sales Vendors They Will Be Located In A Separate Area, Away From Artisans
